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MUSTAFA KEMAL - LAWRENCE GORUSMESI

Ingiliz ordusuna mensup Tuggeneral Moberley, 1926 yii Nisan’inda,
History of the Mesopotamian Campaign (Mezopotamya (Irak) Harekatmin
Tarihi) adh bir yapit kaleme aliyor; bunun béliimlerinden birini, Tiirk savag
amagclan ve pantiirkizm konulanna ayinyordu. Yazar, Ingiltere Diigleri
Bakanligi’'na bagvurarak bu konularda bilgi istiyor; bunun iizerine,
bakanlik yetkililerinden W.G. Childs, 20 Nisan’da, bakanhigin da
yararlanabilecegi bir tutanak kaleme aliyordu. Bu tutanak, Mustafa Kemal
(Atatiirk)’in kigilik ve gahgmalanna ilging ik tutmaktadir. Anlagian,
Childs, Arabistan’daki davramglanyla tamnan Albay T.E. Lawrence’la bu
konuda gorigiiyor, bu Ingiliz albayi, 1918 yli Eyliiliinde, “tuhaf bir
raslanti” sonucunda “Mustafa Kemal Paga ile birkag goriigme yaptigini” ve
konugtuklar konular arasinda Tiirk savag amaglannin da bulundugunu
kendisine bildirtyordu.

Mustafa Kemal’in Lawrence’a yapmig oldugu iddia edilen agiklamala-
rin ozeti goyledir: Savagta gergek Tirk gikarlan Dogu’da bulunuyordu;
Ittihat ve Terakki Cemiyeti ve “pantiirkler” olarak bilinen parti de bu
goriige giicle katiliyordu. Tiirkiye’nin Dogu’daki amaglan, Alman yénetimi
ve Tiirk 6nderlerinin i¢c grubu arasinda savastan énce yapilan bir anlagma
ile saptanmgti. Bu'ig grup, hig giiphesiz, Almanya ile gizli bir antlagma
imzalamak i¢in, savastan &nce goriigmeler yapan aym Enver, Talat v.s.
grubu idi.

Mustafa Kemal’in anladigina gére, s6z konusu anlagma, yonetimler
arasinda yapilan resmi bir antlagma olmayip, Tiirk 6nderlerine verilen kesin
bir iistlenme (s6z) niteliginde idi. Bu iistlenmenin gerekleri sunlardi: Savag
sona erince (ki baganyla sonuglanacag: kesindi) Almanya, Tiirkiye’nin
Mavera-y1 Kalkas (Dip Kafkasya), Kuzeyban Iran, Dagistan, Terek ve
Hazar Denizi bolgesine sahip olmasim saglayacakt. Tiirkiye’nin
Almanya’ya savagta destegini kazandiran, ‘“‘gergekte pantiirkist iilke
isteklerinin gergeklegtirmesini saglayan™ bu miistakbel toprak kazanglan
olmugtu.
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Childs, verilen séziin tiim Mavera-y1 Kafkas" kapsayip kapsamadii
konusunda siiphe olduguna inanmakla birlikte, bunun kesinlikle Rusya
Ermenistan’t ve Dip Kafkasya’'mn Miisliman bélgelerini kapsadigim
kabulleniyordu. Suriye, Filistin, Arabistan ve Mezopotamya (Irak)’dan
olugan Arap iilkeleri ve Misir’la ilgili “pantiirkist goriiglere” de degindigi
soylenen Mustafa Kemal’in kesin bigimde konugtugu iddia ediliyordu.
Kemal’in goriigiince, fetih agisindan Misir, pantiirkistleri hig ilgilendirmi-
yordu. Misir’a karg: girigilen Tiirk harekat, askeri maksatlaria yapilan bir
gosteriden bagka birgey degildi. Filistin, Suriye ve Mezopotamya’ya gelince
(savaga iligkin kimi stratejik amaclar diginda), bu iilkeler pantiirkistlerin
planlan agisindan degersiz olmakla kalmiyorlar, aym1 zamanda, Tiirk
yonetiminde kalirlarsa kesin bir tehlike ve engel olarak gériiliiyorlardi.
Kemal, pantiirkistlerin bu iilkeleri hi¢ iiziintii duymadan yitireceklerini;
dahasi, onlardan kurtulduklan igin kivang duyacaklarm soyliiyordu.

Childs’in burada yapug agiklamaya gére, Mustafa Kemal, bu bigimde
soz ederken, Ingiliz Dicle Ordusu heniiz son ilerleyisine baglamamst;
dolayisiyla Kemal, Musul’un yitirilecegini ve Bati Iran’a giden yollann
kontrol altina alinacagini tahmin etmemisti. Yine Childs’a bakilacak olursa,
Tiirk yonetiminin, Lozan Konferansi'nda ve konferans: izleyen evrede
Musul sorunuyla ilgili olarak uygnlamis oldugu “inatg1 tutum” un gergek
kaynag, gelecekte uygulanacak ‘“pantiirkist amaglara” dayanmakta idi.
Enver Paga’'mn Bagdat'in yeniden ele gegirilmesi igin harekata gegilmesinde
direnmesi, Alman gikarlanna yardimc: olmak ve aym zamanda Bagdat'tan
Iran igerilerine uzanan yolun kontroliinii tekrar ele gegirmek igindi.
Dolaysiyla b plan, hem Alman hem de pantiirkgii gikarlara yardim etmek
agisindan yararlvidi; ve o siralarda oldukga giig bir durumda bulunan Enver
Paga i¢in ézel 6nem tasiyordu. Enver Paga, Almanya’mn, Tiirkiye’yi elinde
tutan bir aleti idi; aym zamanda, pantiirkistlerin baghca o6nderi
bulunuyordu ve pantiirklerin siyasetini desteklemek zorunda idi; ¢iinkii bu
parti olduk¢a giiglii bulunuyordu. Dolayisiyla Enver, iki amire hizmet
etmek zorunda idi. Kendi yénetimi iizerindeki etkisi, savagin geligimine gore
degisiyordu. Savag Almanya igin iyi gittigi siirece Enver Pasa en giicli kigi
idi; ama savag Almanya igin iyi gitmeyince, pantiirkler, kendi gikarlarina
onciiliik verilmesini talep ediyor ve kendi emellerini ona kabul
ettirebiliyorlarda.

Goriiniirde Mustafa Kemal, Enver’in Almanlardan para aldigimi iddia

etmemisti-Childs’a gore, belki genellikle bilinen bir konuya deginmesi
gerekmiyordu. Bununla birlikte Mustafa Kemal, o siralarda (1926) bir

Tirkge gazetede yayinladigi amlarinda, Almanlarin kendisine “bir sandik
dolusu altin” goéndererek onu nasil etkilemeye gahstiklarim, ama bu
armagani kabulden “ustaca kagindigin1” agikhyordu. Enver Paga’min savag
strasindaki politikas: incelenirken, onun Alman patronlan oldugu kadar,
Almanlardan para da aldig: farz ediliyordu.

Childs, Mustafa Kemal’in Albay Lawrence’a yapugini iddia ettigi su
agiklamayi oldukga ilging buluyordu: 1918 yili baglarinda kendisi (Kemal),
Enver Paga iizerinde baski kullanarak, Tiirk ¢ikarlarinin Alman
¢ikarlarindan 6nce gelmesini talep eden Tiirklerin énderligini yapryordu. O
siralarda Mustafa Kemal’in yandaslan, Tiirk askeri styasetinin anahatlarim
ele gegirebilecek kadar giicli bir duruma gelmislerdi. Childs’in iddia ettigine
gore, onlann olusturdugu grup, “Dogu’da pantiirkist(!) emellerin gercek-
legsmesini saglayacak ivedi 6nlemler alinmasinda direniyordu’’,

Mustafa Kemal’e atfedilen bagka bir beyana gore, o evrede, Kemal ve
yandaglan, Almanya’min savag yitirecegini anlamglardi; dolayisiyla,
Turkiye’nin geriye kalan askeri kaynaklarmin pantiirkist(') amaclara
aynimasini talep ediyorlardi. Mavera-yr Kafkas' ve Kuzeyban Iran’da
100.000 Tiirk erinin toplanmasim istiyorlardi. Bu iddiaya gore, Mustafa
Kemal Lawrence’a yaptigi agiklamada, o siralarda yu demegte bulunmugtu:
Almanya ¢oktiigiinde, 100.000 Turk ‘eri Hazar Denizi bélgesinde
iislendirilmig olsa, yorgun diigen/1tJaf Devleteri (Entente Powers), onlan
oradan sokiip atmayr olanaksiz bulacaklardi. Bu devletler Tiirkiye’nin
Avrupa'daki béliimiinii, Istanbul ve Bogazlan ellerine gegirmis olabilirler-
di, ama Anadolu’yu ele gegiremez veya orada varhiklarim siirdiiremezlerdi.
Tirkler, Mavera-y1 Kafkas'taki 100.000'lik askerleriyle siiratle Hazar
Denizi bolgesine uzanacak ve Orta Asya’ya ulaginca, bu durum, hudutsuz
olanaklar saglayacakti. Afganistan hudutlarinda bir Tiirk ordusu belirecek,
gerekirse Dogu Tiirkistan ve Mogolistan’a dek uzanabilecekt.

Mustafa Kemal’in kanaatina gére, Orta Asya’da ozgiir birakilan bir
Tirk ordusu, diledigini yapabilecek ve Tiirkiye’ye, Bati’da yitirdigi
iilkelerden ¢ok toprak kazanglan saglayabilecekti. Mustafa Kemal’in
anlattifina gore, Enver Paga, Alman itirazlarina karyn sonugta bu plam
kabullenerek uygulamaya zorlanmigt;; ama bu amagla toplanan Tirk
askerler ne istenilen sayiya erigebilmis ve ne de bu plan gerekli zamanda
kabul edilmigti. Talat Pasa’ya da degindigi soylenen Mustafa Kemal, o
“keskin zekall” sadrazamin, askeri o©nderler arasinda aynbk bag
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gosterdiginde, kisisel siyaset agisindan daima suskunlugu yeg tuttugunu
agikhyordu !,

Mustafa Kemal’in pantiirkizm veya panturanizme inanmadig
g6z oniinde tutulursa, Albay Lawrence ve W.G. Childs’t ona atfetmig
olduklan gérigler inandinct degildir. Kemal'le Lawrence arasinda
herhangi bir goriigme yapildigim gosterecek bir kanit da yoktur. Boyle bir
goriigme yapilmug olsa, Kemal ve Lawrence, kendi amlannda, bu konuya
neden deginmiyorlar? * Sonra, béyle bir goriigmenin yapildig tarih ve yer
de kesinlikle agiklanmamgur. Lawrence, Mustafa Kemal'le 1918 yih
Eylil'iinde gorigtiigiinii iddia ediyor. Her ikisinin de o sralardaki
¢aligmalarim hep birlikte izleyelim.

7 Agustos 1918’de VII. Ordu’ya ikinci kez komutan atanan Mustafa
Kemal, 18 Eyliil'de yeni komutasini tistleniyordu. © siralarda VII. Ordu,
Filistin’de, Giiney Nablus'la §eria Irmag arasinda bulunuyordu. Kemal,
doktor bir dostuna génderdigi yazida gbyle diyordu:

“Suriye acinacak bir durumdadir. Orada vali yok, komutan
yok. Birgok Ingiliz propagandast var. Ingiliz gizli istihbarat her yanda
galiymalarm siirdiriyar.,. Ingilizler, gimdi, bizi carpigarak degil,
propagandalanyla yenebileceklerini samyorlar..."”

Bu yazi, Mustafa Kemal'in; kimligini bilmedigi Lawrence’la bir raslant:
sonucunda bulugtugu anlamina gelir mi? Buna olumlu karsiik vermek
giitiir, oysaki Mustafa Kemal’in mektubu oldukga ilgingti.

Kemal, tahminlerini Hintli bir ordu kagagimin agiklamalanna
dayanarak, diigmanin 19 Eylil sabahi veya aksamu saldinya gegecegi
kehanetinde | bulunmugstu. Gergekte diigman, 18 Eylil gecesi saldinya
gecerek Tiirk ordularim Sam dogrultusunda geri gekilmeye zorlamugti.
Kemal, diismanin, Urdiin’iin dogusuna gegmesini engellemenin énemini
kavramigti, giinkii orada IV. Ordu, Tiirklerin tek geri gekilme hatlarim
kesmeye galijan Emir Faysal ve Lawrence’in Arap lejyonlan tarafindan
hirpalamyordu.

Mustafa Kemal, kii¢iik bir muhafiz birliginin egliginde, $Sam’a
giriyordu. Serif Faysal’in bayrag pencerelere asilmig; cogkudan sarhog olan

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Arap ¢etecileri sokaklarda dolagiyor, havaya silah atyorlardi. Bu, bizzat
Lawrence’sin §am’a girdigi 30 Eylil’den sonra yer almig olmahdir. Mustafa
Kemal’le Lawrence orada bulugtular mi? Olabilir; ama ne vakit, nerede ve
nasil? Bunu kamitlayacak kesin bilgi yoktur. Kemal bir siire Sam’da
kaldiktan sonra Kisve'ye doniiyor ve orada, Alman Yiiksek Komutam
Liman von Sanders’ten gelen bir buyruk buluyordu. Bu buyruk geregince,
emrindeki erleri IV. Ordu Komutanina devredecek, kendisi de Rayak’a
giderek, cephenin gesitli yerlerinden kurtanlan karma birliklerden olugmug
bir gruba komutanhk edecekti. Lord Kinross’a bakilacak olursa, Arap
askerleri Sam’a girerken, Kemal, Rayak’a dogru yol aliyordu >.

Kahire’deki Ingiliz Istihbarat Servisi’nce yayinlanan The Arab Bulletin
(Arap Biilteni) adh yayinda, saglamiy oldugu baganlan genis olgiide
yansitan Lawrence, “Turk IV. Ordusu’nun nasil pargalandiging”/ anlattiktan
sonra §oyle diyordu:

“QO aksam (30 Eyliil) atlanmizla $am’a girdik. Orada, Siikri el-
Eyyubi ve kent konseyi (sehir meclisi), Mustafa Kemal ve Cemal
ayrildiktan sonra, Araplann kralim ilan ettt ve Arap bayragim
gekti...” 4

Yukandaki belgelerin ve Lawrence’la Childs’in Mustafa Kemal’e atfetmis
olduklan demeglerin 15181 altinda, Kemal’le Lawrence’in gergekte bulusup
goriistiiklerine inanmak giictiir.

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IN THE LIGHT OF BRITISH DOCUMENTS

In April 1926, Brigadier-General Moberley of the British Army was
writing. a book, entitled History of the Mesopotamian Campaign, which included
a section on Turkish war aims and Pan-Turkism. He approached the British
Foreign Office for information on the subject, whereupon one of the officials,
W. G. Childs, drew up a minute 2oth April for the use of the Department.
This minute throws interesting light on the personality and career of
Mustafa Kemal (Atatiirk). Apparently, Childs had spoken to Colonel T. E.
Lawrence (of Arabia reputation) on the subject, who had teld him that, “by
a curious accident”, he (Lawrence) was able, in September 1918, “to have
several conversations with Mustafa Kemal Pasha!’, and that among the
topics discussed was that of Turkish war aims.

The gist of Mustafa Kemal’s statement to Lawrence was said to have
been as follows: He declared that the real Turkish interests in the war lay in
the East, and that this opinion wasstrongly held by the Committee of Union
and Progress and the party more closely defined as the “Pan-Turks”. He
stated further that the attainment of Turkey’s Eastern ambitions had been
made the subject of a pre-war agreement between the German Government
and the inner group of Turkish leaders (doubtless the same group of Enver,
Talat and others, who wére in negotiation for a secret treaty with Germany
before the war).

Mustafa Kemal understood that the agreement was in the nature of a
definite pledge to the Turkish leaders rather than a formal agreement
between Governments. The essentials of the pledge were: That on the
conclusion of the war (taken for granted that it would be a successful war),
Germany would ensure that Turkey was placed in possession of Trans-
Caucasia, North-Western Persia, Daghestan, Terek and the Trans-Caspian
region. These prospective territorial gains, “in effect assuring the fulfilment
of Pan-Turkish territorial amibitions”, formed the governing consideration
which secured Turkish support for Germany in the war.

Childs believed that some doubt existed as to whether the whole of
Trans-Caucasia was intended, but the area to which the pledge applied
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certainly included Russian Armenia and the Muslim regions of Trans-
Caucasia. In speaking of “Pan-Turkish views’ regarding Egypt and the
Arab countries (Syria, Palestine, Arabia and Mesopotamia), Mustafa
Kemal is said to have used more decided terms. Egypt, Kemal had said, was
of no interest whatever to the Pan-Turks (for the purposes of conquest), and
Turkish operations against Egypt were merely demonstrations for
strategical purposes. As for Palestine, Syria and Mesopotamia, they were not
only valueless in the Pan-Turkish scheme of things (except in certain
strategical aspects relating to the war), but would be positive dangers and
encumberances if they remained in Turkish possession. The Pan-Turks,
Kemal declared, would lose them without a regret; they would even be glad
to be rid of them. '

Here Childs explained that, when Mustafa Kemal spoke thus, the
British Army of the Tigris had not yet begun its final advance, and that he
did not envisage the loss of Mosul and the control of the routes thence into
Western Persia. Indeed, Childs made the suggestion that “the stubborn
attitude” of the Turkish Government regarding Mosul at the Lausarine’
Conference and subsequently, hadits real source in Pan-Turkish aims for the
future. Enver Pasha’s insistence on the offensive for the recovery of Baghdad
had been German interest, -but, also with the purpose of recovering the
control of the route from Baghdad into Persia. The plan, therefore, had the
advantage of serving both German and Pan-Turkish interests, a matter of
special importance to Enver Pasha, who was, in fact, in a very difficult
position. He was the handle by which Germany held the Turkish
Government, but he was also the chief leader of the Pan-Turks, and thus
compelled to support the policy of the Pan-Turks, for the party was
exceedingly powerful. Enver therefore had to serve two masters. His
influence with his Government varied with the fluctuations of the war. He
was most powerful when the course of the war promised well for Germany;
whenever the war went against Germany, the Pan-Turks demanded that
their interests should come first, and were able to impose their will on him.

Mustafa Kemal apparently did not allege that Enver was in German
pay -that, perhaps, according to Childs, went without saying. But the fact
was noted that, in the Memoirs which Mustafa Kemal was then (1926)
publishing in a Turkish newspaper, he related how the Germans had
endeavoured to influence him (Kemal) by sedig him “a box of gold”-a gift
which he adroitly evaded. In considering Enver Pasha’s wartime policy, it was
assumed that he not only had German masters, but German paymasters.
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Childs believed it was of great interest that Mustafa Kemal should have
told Colonel Lawrence that, at the beginning of 1918 he had become the
leading spirit of those Turks who put pressure on Enver Pasha and required
that Turkish interests must come before German ones. By this time Mustafa
Kemal’s following had grown so powerful that this party was able to dictate
the broadlines of Turkish military policy. “It insisted that immediate steps
should be taken to realize the Pan-Turkish aspirations in the East (!)”,
claims Childs.

Mustafa Kemal is also said to have asserted that, at this stage, it was
plain to him and his supporters that Germany would lose the war; they
demanded therefore that Turkey’s remaining military resources should be
devoted to exploting Pan- Turkish aims (!). They required the concentration
of 100.000 Turkish troops in Trans-Caucasia and North-Western Persia.
Mustafa Kemal is said to have told Colonel Lawrence that he'had declared
at the time that, if 100.000 Turkish troops were in the Caspian region when
Germany collapsed, the exhausted Entente Powers would find it impossible
to eject them. The Powers might hold Turkey in Europe, Istanbul and the
Straits, but they could not, in practice, gverrun’ Anatolia, or maintain
themselves there. With 100.000 Turkish troops in Trans-Caucasia, the
Turks would speedily reach Trans-Caspia, and once they were in Central
Asia, he saw no limits to the possibilities which this would offer. A Turkish
army could appear on the frontier of Afghanistan; it could reach Eastern
Turkestan and Mongolia, if desired,

In Mustafa Kemal’s opinion, a Turkish army at large in Central Asia
would have everything ifs own way, and secure for Turkey territorial gains
far outweighing any losses which might occur in the West. This plan,
Mustafa Kemal explained, Enver Pasha had at last been compelled to adopt
and put into execution, in spite of German opposition. But the Turkish
troops concentrated for the purpose had never reached the required
numbers, nor was the policy adopted in time. With regard to Talat Pasha,
Mustafa Kemal was said to have stated that, as a matter of personal
policy,that “‘astute” Grand Vezir always refused to take sides when military
leaders differed *.

Considering that Mustafa Kemal never believed in Pan-Turkish or
Pan-Turanism, the ideas attributed to him by Colonel Lawrence and W. G.
Childs are unconvincing. Nor is there any evidence that a meeting had

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actually taken place between Kemal and Lawrence. If such a meeting had
taken place, why was it not mentioned by Kemal or Lawrence in their
respective memoirs? 2 Besides, the exact time and place of such a meeting
have not been disclosed. Lawrence claims that he met Mustafa Kemal in
September 1918. Let us trace the activities of both men during this time.

Mustafa Kemal, who was appointed to the command of the Seventh
Army, for the second time, on 7th August 1918, took up his command on
18th September. At the time the Seventh Army was in Palestine between
South Nablus and the Shreia River. He wrote to a doctor friend:

““Syria deserves pity. There is no governor, no commander. There
is a lot of Bnitish propaganda. The British secret service is active
everywhere... The British now think that they will defeat us by

their propaganda rather than by fighting...”
Did this letter imply that Kemal had a chance meeting with Lawrence
without realising the latter’s real identity? Itis very difficult to say, although
Kemal’s letter is very interesting.

Basing his assumption on the revelations of an Indian deserter, Kemal
predicted that the enemy would attack in the early morning, or evening, of
1gth September 1918. It actually attacked on the night of 18th September
and pushed the Turkish armies towards Damascus. Kemal had realised that
it was vital to prevent the énemy from passing East of Jordan, where the
Fourth Army was already being harassed by the Arab legions of Emir Feisal
and Lawrence in an attempt to cut the only remaining Turkish lines of
retreat.

Kemal entered Damascus alone, with a small personal escort, Feisal’s
Sherifian flag hung from the windows whilst Arab bands roamed the streets,
drunk with excitement, and firing salvoes of cartridges into the air. This
must be after goth September when Lawrence himself was already in
Damascus. Did both men meet there? It is possible, but when, where and
how? There is no concrete evidence. Kemal stayed for a short while and then
returned to Kiswe where he found orders from the German Supreme
Commander, Liman von Sanders, to hand over his troops to the commander
of the Fourth Army and to proceed to Rayak to rally and command a mixed

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group of units salvaged from various parts of the front. Lord Kinross claims
that as the Arab troops marched into Damascus Kemal was on his way to
Rayak *.

Lawrence, who gave a vivid account of his exploits in The Arab Bulletin,

published by British Intelligence in Cairo, after describing “‘the destruction
of the (Turkish) Fourth Army”’, observed:

“Our horses rode that evening (September 30) into Damascus.
There, Shukri el-Ayubi and the town council proclamied the
King of the Arabs and hoisted the Arab flag as soon as Mustafa
Kemal and Jemal had gone...” *
In the light of the above documents and the statements attributed to
Mustafa Kemal both by Lawrence and Childs, it is difficult to believe that
Kemal and Lawrence had actually met.
